• Strong communication and interpersonal skills. 

• An approachable manner with colleagues, parents, and students. 

• A willingness and proven ability to work within a community environment. 

• Active and ongoing research and development in your area of academic expertise. 

• Skills in classroom management and discipline follow-through.
